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New Developments:

® On the 9th of May 2016, the vice chancellor office of the University of
Khartoum, issued an administrative decision to suspend classes at the
Faculty of Education indefinitely. Although the letter was dated 8™ of May;
the decision was based on the recommendation of the Heads of
Departments’ Council dated 9th of May 2016.

e On the 8" of May 2016, the University of Khartoum Deanship of students
affairs issued a letter addressed to the Director of the National Intelligence
and Security Service (NISS). The Deanship of Students Affairs asked the NISS
director to enable the newly formed tripartite committee by the Chancellor
of the University to meet with the detained students covered by the
administration decision that ruled their dismissal from the University in



order to allow the students to appeal these decisions before the appeal
time elapsed to preserve their rights. Also the head of the defense team
Mr. Nabil Adib; stated in a press statement that the defense team will
submit an appeal on behalf of dismissed and detained students to the
administration of the University of Khartoum by the end of this week.

e On 6™ May 2016 The Council of the University of Khartoum supported the
decisions taken by the University Of Khartoum Council Of Deans regarding
the dismissal of 17 students. University of Khartoum professors union
announced their rejection of the decision, warning of political, professional
and educational consequences?. It is worth mentioning that the NISS raided
Mr. Nabil Adib office during a meeting with 10 dismissed students, his
clients. They were arrested from his office; eight of them were brutally
beaten before the arrest and taken to the NISS HQ offices in Khartoum
Bahri near Shandi bus station as reported by one of the released who told
Huqooq on the 8" of May. The names of the students who were arrested
during the raid and are still detained without access to their families or
lawyers are: 1- Bader aldeen Salah Mohamed Abdel-Rahman, 25 years old,
1st year Faculty of Economics — UOK, he was detained by NISS on 13th of
April and released on the 23rd of April, dismissed on the 3rd of May from
the university, 2- Wifag Mohamed Altayeeb Gorashi Female, 24 years old,
3" year Faculty of Art-UOK, she was arrested by NISS on the 14th of April
and released on the 16th of April) dismissed from the University. 3- Suliman
Yahia Haran, Male, 30 years old, 4th year Faculty of Science-physics
department- UOK and chair of Darfur Students Association of UOK. He was
dismissed from the University on the 3rd of May. 4- Modathir Tayseer
Modathir Male, 25 years old, fifth year Faculty of Science (Chemistry) UOK,
he was arrested by NISS and criminal investigations police on 3rd May, he
was released on bail on the 3rd of May and is facing charges (Hugooq team
was unable to obtain more information about the charges brought against
him, 5- Mai Adil Ibrahim Karar Female, 24 years old, she was arrested by
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NISS on the 13th of April and released on the 17th of April, a member of
the Democratic Front, she was dismissed on 3rd May.

One of the released students told Hugoog that he saw the students at the
political section of NISS. The other four dismissed students were arrested from
different places. (More information at Huqooq Alert report released on 5" May
2016 and the list attached).

e On the 7™ of May 2016, the media office of the police forces issued a
statement on their Facebook page announcing the death of one of the
police officer, saying that he died as a result of burns and that 11 policemen
were injured during the University of Khartoum demonstrations. The
statement accused the students of tossing adjusted explosive substances
that caused the injuries and the subsequent death of the officer. Asim
Omer, a student at the UofK was detained by NISS since the 2" May and
he was transferred to South Khartoum police station on the 7% of May but
his family and lawyers were unable to meet him. He was accused of causing
intentional wounds under article 139 of the criminal law of 1991 based on
allegations that he used an explosive substance during the protests. His
lawyer Mr. Mohamed Alaarabi told Hugooq on the 8" °f May that Asim
Omer is facing charges of homicide under article 130 of the Criminal Law of
1991 after the death of the police officer. The lawyer hasn’t been informed
by the name of the deceased, neither the number of the complaint nor the
name ofthe person that filed the complaint. On the 12™ of May 2016,
Northern Khartoum prosecutor attorney Abass Fagair rejected Asim Omer
lawyers’ request to meet with the accused due to the continuing inquiry,
the prosecutor attorney has issued his decision based on the
recommendation of the police inquirer Asim Omer has had no access to his
lawyers or his family since his arrest by NISS on 2™ May, and was
transferred to Northern Khartoum police station on the 7" of May. His
family and lawyers are concerned that he is at risk of torture and other ill-



treatment. Hugooq learned that the complaint against Asim Omer was
registered under criminal suit No: 4836/130 of the criminal law of 1991.
Human Rights Violations Monitoring

Freedom of Expression/Assembly and Association:

e Onthe 13" and 12" of May 2016, National Intelligence and Security Service
(NISS) agents confiscated the daily Al-jareeda newspaper for the second
time in a row, from the printing house without giving any reason for the
confiscation, Meanwhile the newspaper's administration announced that
the newspaper will stop its issuance on Saturday 4™ of May in a protest
against the confiscation campaign after printing which had been affected
the newspaper for several days(Source: HR journalist)

e On the 10" and 9'™" of May 2016, National Intelligence and Security Service
(NISS) agents, confiscated the daily Al-jareeda newspaper for the second
time in a row from the printing house without disclosing the reasons for the
confiscation. The newspaper's editor, Ashraf Abdul Aziz told Hugooq that
the Security Service did not inform them of the reasons for the
confiscation, and predicted that the repeated confiscation of the
newspaper is because Aljareeda didn’t comply with the security order that
instructed daily newspapers not to publish any news about the
demonstrations that were staged by students at a number of universities
recently. The newspaper is binding to address the events professionally and
objectively by publishing the views and opinions of the various parties. He
added that if NISS is above the laws and other government institutions
powers, it is normal to behave like this. It is noteworthy that the Sudanese
security service, recently has been taking punitive actions retroactively
against Sudanese newspapers, through the confiscation of newspapers
after printing to cause financial losses for publishers. (Source; HR journalist
12" of May, and Interview with Aljareeda chief editor on 9/5/2016)

e On the 10" of May 2016, at around 6:30 pm, two police detectives have
arrested the journalist Mohamed Kamel from the premises of Al-Ahram Al-



Youm newspaper. Mohamed Kamel was arrested on the grounds of a
published column in Almejahar Alsyasi newspaper that had been cross-
posted by a Website before being moved to work with Al-Ahram Al-Youm
newspaper, he was interrogated by the information crimes prosecution and
released on bail on the 11" of May. (Source: JHR-Sudan)

On the of8th May, the NISS re-arrested Ala Elddin Babikir, a journalist of
Alray Alaam newspaper in Al-Geneina, the capital of West Darfur state, in
Western Sudan. NISS interrogated Alaa Elddin at the NISS buildings in El
Geneina city, for three hours before releasing him on the same day,
however a force of 10 officers from the criminal investigations police, re-
arrested him after his release from the NISS premises, he was taken to Al-
Geneina police station, where he was interrogated for an hour and was
released on bail. The police detectives accused him of inciting protests by
publishing an article on the prevention of the use of firewood in the state
of West Darfur since December 2015. Noting that the NISS has arrested Ala
Elddin, on 28 December 2015, and he was released on the same day
(Interview with Alaa Elddin on 9™ May). Hugooq’s team learned that Alaa
Elddin was re-arrested on the 12" May by the NISS and police officers on
the ground that he shouldn’t be released until he appears before the
authorities and pay 30,000 SDG, Alaa Elddin is still detained at El-Genina
police station. (Source HR journalist)

On the 4™ of May, the NISS ordered newspapers not to report about
electricity shortages. (Source: HR journalist)

The director of the administrative affairs of the parliament, Mr. Rasheed
Mohamed Ahmed, filed a complaint against Aljareeda journalist Sarah Tag
Elsir. She made an investigation into the involvement of four departments
of the national assembly in the forgery of the heads of committees' identity
cards for Aljareeda newspaper. Her report was cross published in Alrakoba
website, and one of the readers commented on it by providing further
implicating information. The complaint was filed based on the reader's



comment under article 17 (defamation) in the information Informatics
Crimes law of 2007, which states that (whoever uses an information
network or computer hardware or it’s like for defamation shall be punished
with imprisonment for a term not exceeding two years or a fine or with
both), the prosecution attorney granted the Journalists’ Union the
permission to lift Sarah’s immunity as a holder of a card from the press
syndicate. On the 3™ of May 2016, the Sudanese prosecution of
information crimes interrogated the journalist and charged her under
article 17.

On the 9th of May, the prosecution attorney of the information crimes
interrogated Aljareeda newspaper journalist Sarah Tag- Elsir again with
regards to the case above, Sarah told Hugooq that she has no relation with
Alrakoba news website or the commenter. (Interview with journalist Sarah
Tag-Elsir on 9™ May).

Protest Movements/ Freedom of assembly:

On the 9™ of May 2016, at around 12:00 pm, the National Intelligence and
Security service (NISS) with support of the police forces dispersed a sit-in
organized by the families of the student’s detainees in front of the NISS
information office in Almatar Street in Khartoum. The families and
supporters were demanding the release of their sons and relatives who
were detained by NISS.

On the 8" of May 2016, the police forces in Kosti city inWhite Nile State,
used tear gas and sticks to disperse a peaceful sit-in organized by the
Faculty of Engineering Student’s Association of the University of Al-Imam
Almahdi. Approximately seven students were injured as a result of the use
of excessive force, four of them were seriously injured among them,
Sedeeq Ali, Monzir Rahamtallah, Mohamed Modawi and Mohamed Shams
Alddin . Approximately 51 students were arrested, some of them were



arrested from Kosti hospital during their treatment while others were
arrested from their homes and neighboring areas. The university students
have staged a sit-in since late March 2016 against the new regulations of
the Deanship student affairs office prohibiting political, social and cultural
events to take place on campus. Severe penalties were placed in case of
violations such as suspension from the university for two years. The
students rejected the new regulations and organized a sit—in demanding
their participation in the development of the Code of Conduct and
accountability as well as the return of the student union.(Source: HR
activist)

e On the 8™ of May 2016, police and NISS agents with the support of NCP
affiliated students stormed the Faculty of Education of the University of
Khartoum in Omdurman’s Wad Nobawi area, after a political forum was
organized by the students' coordination committee of the University of
Khartoum on the detention and dismissal of a number of students.
According to an eyewitness, the police with the support of NCP affiliated
students' attacked the students. A group of men in plainclothes in a double
cabin vehicle kidnapped the student Mohamed Ibrahim Abakar (Newton),
23 years old, 5" grade Faculty of Education physics department at around
2:00pm. He was brutally beaten before being thrown in Aldawha area in
Omdurman around 6:00 pm on the same day. He was later taken to the
hospital by a woman who found him on the street bleeding from his
injuries. Again he was interrogated by NISS members inside the hospital
and he left the hospital after the interrogation and now he is receiving
treatment at a colleague’s house.(Sources: student activist)

NCP Students Militia Violation:

e On the 9" May of 2016, pro-government students militia at the University
of Khartoum’s Faculty of Education in Omdurman’s Wad Nobawi area, at
around 8:00 am detained two students : Hussain Zakaria Abakar, 23 years



old 3™ grade (mathematic department) and Najm Alddin Abdallah
Mohamed Ali ,20 years old, 2" grade (Social Science -English department)
at the Jihadi Unit in the campus. They brutally beat them with batons and
sticks and confiscated their mobile phones, they have been thrown near
Omdurman Women’s prison. The two students are now receiving
treatment. (Source: Interview with one of the student activists)

Arbitrary arrests:

e On the 12" of May 2016 at around 11:40 am, approximately 20 members of
National Intelligence and Security Service agents (NISS) raided the house of
students and members of the Sudanese Congress party in Ombada Dar-
Alsalam area in Omdurman and arrested Hamid Tagabo Jar, faculty of Art-
Omdurman Islamic University, , Yousif Jalabh Khamis , Faculty of Science,
Alnailain University Mohamed Abd Allah ,Faculty of Social Economics
Studies, Alnailain University ,Sabah Alzain, Omdurman Ahlia University, and
Khalid Alrank ,University of Khartoum Alumni and member of New
Democratic HAQ Movement, the NISS surrounded the house with two
double cabin vehicles before the raid was reported. (Source: member of the
Sudanese Congress Party)

e On the 12" of May 2016, Security forces in Dongola city, Northern state,
have conducted a mass arrest campaign against Dongola University
students and arrested about 17 students from Dongola University, in an
attempt to break the peaceful strike, Hugooq team was unable to verify the
names of the students arrested and other related information.( Source: HR
activist)

® On the 11th of May 2016, NISS agents in Dongola town —Northern State,
and arrested the Student Mohamed Salih Mohi Alddin from the Faculty of
Medicine, on the grounds of a peaceful sit -in organized by faculty of
medicine students against the new policy imposed by the university
administration that increases the fees of the issuance of the registration



certificate, he was released on the same day in the evening.(Source: HR
activist)

On the 10" of May 2016, NISS officers detained six board members of a
school in Murnei IDP camp, West Darfur, against the backdrop of fighting
that erupted there last Wednesday, which resulted in the school being
burned down. The six Solo school board members, all fathers of pupils,
were seized from their homes in Murnei and have been moved to the
security's offices in El Geneina, the capital of the state. The detained:
are Dr. Abu Bakar Ismail, Ishag Halangi, Abdelrahman Mohamed Saleh,
Abdu Omar, Saleh Goma, and Mohamed Abdelrahman. (Source; Radio
Dabanga)

On the 10 of May 2016, NISS officers in Omdurman raided the house of
the suspended student Safaa Modawi Mustafa Mohamed student in the
fourth year at the faculty of Environmental Geography Science of the
University of Khartoum. They arrested her along with her mother. In
addition to the arbitrary arrest, the NISS had also violated the right to
privacy by raiding the house without an arrest warrant. The whereabouts of
Safaa remain unknown.(Source: HR activist) Hugooq team was unable to
verify the arrest of Safaa’s mother as reported by HR activist.

On the 9™ of May, at around 6:05 am, two men in plainclothes who are
allegedly NISS agents arrested Waleed Bashair 22 years old student 4" year,
Faculty of Science student at the University of Khartoum, from (Almahata
Alwosta) the Central Station in Bahri area. Hugooq learned that Waleed has
been released on the same day at around 10:00pm, but the team was
unable to interview him.

On the 8" of May 2016, the police forces in Kosti White Nile State arrested
around 52 students and detained them at the Central police station in Kosti
city, in an attempt to break the sit-in that was organized by the Faculty of



Engineering Students Association of the University of Al-lmam Almahdi in
Kosti city- White Nile state. All the students have been released at different
times; four of them were released on the 9" of May at around 10:00pm.
About four students are facing charges under articles 67 rioting and article
183 Criminal trespass of the criminal law of 1991.(Hugooq team is waiting
for the lawyer to provide their names).

On the 7" of May 2016, an armed group from the NISS arrested Moafag
Mohamed Abd Al Galeel, 23 years old, Student in his 5th year of the
Faculty of Engineering-Surveying department at the University of Khartoum
and Mohamed Omer Hamid Digno, 21 years old, student in 5th year at the
Faculty of Engineering -Mechanics department- University of Khartoum,
from Umdagarsi village near Alkamleen town-Aljazeera State. They were
arrested by an armed NISS group in about 15 vehicles who were searching
for them; before the arrest , the armed forces raided two houses belonging
to their colleagues in Alhaj Yousif area and arrested the residents of one of
the houses who were released on the same day after NISS identified their
whereabouts in Al -Jazeera state. Both students were dismissed from the
University of Khartoum on 3/5/2016.

On the 6th May 2016, at around 2:00pm, an armed group of 13 members
of Security police forces in plainclothes , arrested four students activists
while they were heading to Shambat area from Alsuoq Alarabi (central
downtown of Khartoum) the forces stopped the car that they were riding
and ordered them to disembark from the vehicle peacefully and silently
and get in the forces’ vehicle, the forces took the three students to the
security police offices in Bahri near Saad Gishrah market , they were beaten
and interrogated, after two hours they transferred them to the National
Intelligence and Security service NISS HQ offices-political section in Bahri
near Shandi bus station, they have been interrogated and beaten by NISS
agents, they all have been released at around 10:30 pm after signing a
pledge not to participate in any political or students activities. Names of
those arrested:



1- Alfaki Mohamed Alameen Shakor, 23 years old, first year,Faculty of art
Alnailain University,

2- Abdh Munaf Mohamed, 22 years old, faculty of Media, University of
Khartoum,

3- Abdo Mohamed Almahdi Yasir 23 years old, Faculty of Commerce,
Alnailain University

4- Hamad Hamid, 23 vyears old, postgraduate student, University of
Khartoum.

e Three University of Khartoum Alumni who were arrested by NISS on 23™
April during a peaceful sit-in in front of University of Khartoum are still
detained: Mohammed Farouk Suliman, Murtada Habbani and lbrahim Abu
Samrah. In addition to Ahmed Zuhair Dawod ,an intern training at Al-Midan
newspaper who was arrested on the 13" of April 2015 from in front of the
University of Khartoum while covering and reporting the news of student
protests for Al Midan.

Ill-Treatment and Sexual abuse of a Female detainee:

e On the of 23™ April, NISS members arrested nine female alumnus of
University of Khartoum following a si- in against the selling and moving of
the university buildings. All female detainees were released the next day at
around 2:00 am on 24™ April, after signing a pledge not to protest or take
part in any demonstrations. On the 29*" of April at around 12:00 pm two
NISS agents arrived at the house of one of the women and handed her a
letter summoning her to report to the NISS offices at Almatar Street
(Airport Street) in Khartoum. On the 30th of April 2016, at around 11:00 am
she arrived at the office she has been interrogated by one officer who
started the interrogation by asking her about whether she is wearing
underwear. She didn’t respond to his unacceptable question then he stood
up and reached very close to her. She described that she felt his breath on



her face. He asked her t how many children she has and from how many
men? Then he ordered her to take off her shoes when she refused, he
angrily hit the desk with his fists and moved from behind his desk to where
she was seated. Again he put his face very close to hers and told her that he
didn’t like her but he will bring two officers who are starving to finish the
job, then he went out of the office and another officer came in. She told
Hugooq that she was so frightened that they will rape her, however, the
other officer interrogated her about her previous work and other personal
information, and she was released later on the same day. Hugoogq has
documented six cases of sexual abuse of females who were arrested
recently. (Interview with the released female on 6" May)
Unfair Trial:

e On the 11" of May the judge of the public order court in bahri, has
dismissed the charges against two members of the Sudanese congress
party ,Ahmed Abo Zaid and Mohamed Alfatih, due to insufficient evidence
and the absence of the complainer (NISS agent) the two accused were
arrested last February from Almahata Alwosta (Central Station) in bahri
area after participating in a public speech.

e On the of 10" May 2016, a Northern Khartoum Criminal Court judge has
dismissed the charges against the student Ikram Hamza Nasreldin , law
student at El Nailein University who was arrested by the NISS on 11t April,
from Jackson square main transportation station in Khartoum, as she
distributed leaflets and participated in a public speech against the
referendum in Darfur, the security forces beat her, and took her to an office
near the transport station, and detained her for approximately three hours
in an office in Khartoum, where she was blindfolded, and beaten over the
head with a rifle, before bringing her to the police station in northern
Khartoum at around 6:00 pm, she was interrogated at the police station
and released on bail at around 11:00pm after being charged with Public
nuisance under article 77 of Criminal Law of 1991.

Privacy:



e On the 8" of May 2016, students from University of Khartoum reported to
Huqooq team that she received WhatsApp text messages from Wifag
Mohamed Gorashi’s mobile number, she claimed that the NISS agent is
using Wifag’s number, she showed Huqooq the text messages which
contain threats of arrest, another activist and Wifag colleague also reported
that they received a number of WhatsApp messages from Wifag’s mobile
while she is detained, in addition to Mai Adel Ibrahim Karar facebook
account and WhatsApp showing that she is online while in detention as
reported by her friends. On the 16" of April 2016 ,two students who were
arrested during the University of Khartoum demonstrations, interviewed by
Huqooq team reported that the NISS forced them to reveal their mobiles
and facebook accounts passwords.

Freedom of Religion:

® On the 10th of May 2016, NISS referred pastor, Hassan Abdul Raheem
Korey, the Secretary-General of the Sudanese Church of Christ complex, to
the State Security Prosecution in Khartoum, Pastor Korey was arrested by
NISS in last December 2015 with other two senior priests from their homes
in Omdurman, pastor Korey has no access to his lawyer during his
detention asreported ?(Source: Altareeg news website)
